o You'll receive a registration confirmation postcard in the postal mail; it is not necessary to bring it with you
but it’s helpful. Your name badge will be given to you in person at registration check-in at the start of the
program.

o Norfolk International Airport is about 30 minutes west of Virginia Beach.

o Shuttle services are available and average $45. Taxis and rental cars are also available.

o There are many camping areas nearby. The most convenient and popular is First Landing State Park, on the
Chesapeake Bay about five minutes drive from the A.R.E.

o Conferences are held in the A.R.E. Headquarters Visitor Center in the Main Auditorium, on our campus in
Virginia Beach.

Program option, which will be indicated in the program description.
